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This year, under the aspect ZEITZONEN, the University of Applied Arts in Vienna is beginning a new series of events called DESIGN06. Experts will discuss burning questions on the theme of time and design. With conversation modules lasting 50 minutes dynamics and speed are factors of considerable significance.
The University sees DESIGN06 as a contribution to intensifying the design discourse and to this end chooses an approach that offers both a scientific and practical starting point as well as broader social relevance. Experts from the areas of education, development/production/technology, collecting/communicating/exhibiting, business, academia and the media will encounter and engage with each other.

For this bilingual event it has proved possible to secure the participation of a number of the most prominent representatives of their respective fields including Paola Antonelli, curator for design and architecture at MoMA, New York; Fréderic Beuvry, design head of the French company SEB that includes brands such as Krups, Moulinex and Rowenta; Konstantin Grcic, one of the best-known designers of the present day; Deyan Sudjic, director of the Design Museum London; the designer Patricia Urquiola and, in the person of Harald Gründl, a representative of the designer trio EOOS, Austria's most  resplendent success story in the design world.

Despite the literal meaning of the term, ZEITZONEN aims at locating the phenomena of different speeds – that exist parallel and often run in opposite directions – in the context of design and society. 

What effects do multiple speeds have on the creative and work processes in the field of design? What will be the time concepts of the future in education, research, in professional life and in collaboration? How will the design market and design develop as an investment for the private collector? What must the design museum of the present offer to be both sufficiently critical for a specialist public and yet popular enough for a broad cross-section of the public? Is the era of the lone battler over and does the future belong to teams and teamwork? And, a retrospective question in relation to the transformation of the area surrounding design: two designers with impressive careers ask each other the question: 

if I had to start all over again today…? 

 These and other questions will be raised in the framework of the conference and should lead to a stimulating design debate initiated by the University of Applied Arts Vienna.
